Scanning-the market

lot. 

A call option is purchased for the purpo e of limiting the amount of loss in a 
ecurity, investment or specualtion, w hil g1v1ng the purcha r unlimited 

opportunity for profit. (From its report on call option by the U.S. S curities and 
Ex change Commission.) 

A call option on stocks is just what its name would em to imply, an option to 
buy tock for a fixed price if that option is exercised within a et time. 

Important to successful call option trading of stocks is a reasonably active market 
in which prices fluctuate. Options serve a very real purpose in the business life of the 
community. An example might be that of the real estate developer. He dare not buy 
a building lot while he is still planning his project because so many things could crop 
up to make his project impossible; thing like rezongin, changes that are not 
approved, financing that doesn't come through as he expected, and son on. If he 
get' over these hurdles, then he exercises his option, but if he has bought the 
property outright and found he couldn't go ahead with his project, he would be left 
with a piece of real estate he could not use. The option was a reservation, a sort of 
hold order until he had all his arrangements completed. 

A call option on stocks works very much the same way. For a fraction of the 
value of the stocks concerned, an option holder secures the right to buy that stock 
before the expiry date bf his option at the price agreed to. If the selling price of the 
stock has risen during the life of his option, he then can buy in it at the option price, 
and sell it at the market. 

Options on share are usually sold in 100 share blocks, and, by and large, are on 
more speculative issues which have a demonstrated record of volatility. In Canada 
stock call options are usually for 60 or 90 days. 

A call option is a document with a built - in - flexibility. And any time during its 
life the option holder can exercise his right to buy stock at a price that was set 
several weeks or months before. 

Ta Ice it, for instance, that he has a 90 - day option on Western Labrador Mines. At 
th time he bought his option on 2,000 Western Labrador shares, it was trading at 
80c. He then watches it move upward, and when the stock hits $1.20, a rise of 50% 
from its option price, he decides to take his profit. He in effect sells short, backed by· 
his option which tells all that he has a call on the stock. He was able to make the 
transaction without declaring a short position, for which he would otherwise have to 
po t 200% margin. The traders profit, then, would be the difference between the 
cost of Western Labrador Mines at the time his option came into effect and the 
selling price, less, of course, the cost of the option, which dealers refer to as the 
premium, plus the usual fees entailed in a stock transaction. 

THE CALL OPTION IN WESTERN LABRADOR MINES 

Here is how the hypothetical Western Labrador Mines call option transaction 
mentioned above would work out. A 90 - day call was taken on 2,000 shares of 
Western Labrador Mines 16 Oct. 1969 when it was selling at 80c per share. This is 
the contract price. The option expires 14 Jan. 1970, after which time it has no 
value.
