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The camera market and what it offers

Amateur photographers in Canada buy a lot
of cameras and equipment. They also use a lot
of film.

“Some of the time they pay reasonable prices
for the equipment and services they buy but
very often, they don’t,” says free-lance
photographer Freeman Patterson writing in
Canadian Consumer magazine, published by
Consumers’ Association of Canada.

Mr. Patterson is well-qualified to offer advice
to the camera-consumer and here are some tips
and suggestions from a professional to assist the
amateur in getting what he wants without
ruining his financial standing.

Most camera lines on the market are of
excellent quality but the prices can vary. The
35mm single-lens reflex camera, for example, is
about the most popular on the Canadian market
and the prices fluctuate from less than $200 to
almost $600 and this is without the lens. The
question the camera-consumer should ask is:
“For my use, is this huge price differential
merited?”’

For the “snapshooter” there are much less
expensive cameras that are extremely popular
and are the essence of operating ease. However,
such cameras are built with limited uses in mind.
The amateur who is interested in photography as
a hobby would be well advised to go directly to
a model in the lower price range of the better
cameras. The cheaper, less versatile cameras are
not intended as training or teaching instruments
for the more versatile models. And remember
—— if you want versatility in a camera and lots
of fun, buy a camera which permits you to
change lenses.

There is no reason to buy the lens that is on

the camera body, if you don’t want it. For
example, most cameras come equipped with
very fast standard lenses and you will pay more

for these than a f 3.5 lens. “As a working

professional,” says Mr. Patterson, “I find the
slower lens covers nearly all the situations I am
called upon to photograph.”

If you have one camera and want as few extra
lenses as possible, you should consider settling
on just two: a standard focal length macro lens
(which takes overall scenes, yet permits you to
do closeup shots of flowers and the like) and a
zoom lens which covers from 85mm to 210mm.
The zoom lens allows you to move closer to, or
further away from, the objects you are
photographing without moving your body.

Wide-angle lenses are limited in use, and an
amateur should not be in a big hurry to get one.

Cameras with built-in light meters are a mixed
blessing. Buyers should remember that if the
meter breaks down, the whole camera must go
back for repairs. A built<in meter is no more an
infallible guide to exposure than a separate one
—— the only advantage of the built-in meter is

_ simply that it reduces by one theée number of

items you are carrying.

When you buy a camera make certain that
you get a copy of the warranty. The warranty
and the assurance of good repair service from
the manufacturer (or his agent) are as important
as the camera itself. Under no circumstances
should you buy a new camera at any price
without them.

It pays to buy film in quantity and to ask for
a discount. If a store won’t give you a
progressive discount on five or more rolls, don’t
buy, because another store will. When you buy a
lot of film at once, pop it into the deep freeze,
where it will keep practically forever.

Film that is slightly out-of-date is usually
offered at greatly reduced prices and is quite
often a good buy. This is especially true of slow
and medium-speed film that is less than six
months past expiry date. And remember, once
you buy it, keep it frozen until use.

Never accept poor prints from a processor ——
any processor —— provided you have given him
good negatives or transparencies to start with.
You are paying for good quality, so make sure
you get it.

If you do not develop your own
black-and-white film, when you take it to a
processor ask for developing and a contact sheet,
but not for developing and a print of each
negative. When you examine the contact sheet,
you may decide to have only three or four
negatives printed. Thus, you save considerable
money.

Many stores offer a “free” roll of film with
every roll brought to them for processing. Such
offers are usually more valid when made directly
by a processing firm, and less valid when made
by a store which must send the film on to a
processor. In other words, by eliminating the
middle-man the cost of the offer can be cut. But
be careful —— some very out-of-date film has
been used in some of the “free” offers.

Most amateurs waste money because they
never take a little time to study their cameras
and to learn about film. Courses in photography
are usually a good investment, because they
teach the proper use of equipment, develop
skills and thus in the end save you a lot of
money. This also holds true for memberships in
camera clubs and photographic associations.

The simple fact of the matter is that the best
way to beat the high cost of photography is to
learn how to make good use of the equipment

THE COST OF LIVING

When inflation is broken down into components, it is clear that
services are contributing far more than their share to rising prices
today. Prices of commodities increased by 3.4% in 1969, while
prices of services (everything from shoeshines to doctors bills)
increased by 5.8%.

Services excluding shelter costs increased by 6.9% in 1969. A
large proportion of the rise in commodity costs can be accounted
for in higher food prices. Prices of durable goods, such as
appliances, cars and furniture, rose only 1.1% in 1969. Food
prices increased by 4.2%. Services now account for nearly half of
consumer spending in Canada. But they have contributed far
more than that to inflation in thelast five years. Here are several
examples of the price changes:

(a) Transportation costs were up 4.6% in 1969, compared to a
S-year average of 3.5%. Local transportation, meaning bus and
taxi fares, increased 13.0% in 1969. Bus fares alone have climbed
54.0% since 1964. Travel between cities went up 7.5% in the last
year.

(b) Health and personal care costs increased 4.9% in 1969,
compared to 4.4% in the 5 year period. Dentists’ fees climbed
6.9%, doctor’s fees 4.3%. Drugs increased only 1.0% but men’s
haircuts increased by almost 8.0%.

(c) Recreation and reading are nearly 6.0% more expensive
than two years ago. Movie admissions are up 15.0% for a 70.0%
increase since 1964. Magazine subscription rates were up 9.7% in
1969. Prices of sports equipment and admissions to sports events
were up more than 6.0%.

(d) Housing prices, a special combination of goods and services,
rose quickly. Shelter prices increased 6.8% in 1969. House prices
and property taxes were up 8.0%,'mortgage interest costs rose
14.0%. The high prices do not necessarily hit the people with the
highest incomes. A Dominion Bureau of Statistics study on
inter-city comparisons indicated that consumers inthecities of the
slow growth regions often pay more than their counterparts in
Ontario.

For example, St. John’s, Nfld., has the most expensive food
and the most expensive tobacco and alcohol in Canada;
Charlottetown has the highest housing and clothing costs.
Montrealers pay the most for transportation and recreation.
Vancouver has the most expensive health and personal care.
Toronto rates on the low end of the scale for every type of
purchase. '

Consumer prices increased at a faster pace in the United States
last year than in 10 of 14 industrial countries studied, the U.S.
labor department reports. Consumer prices rose 5.5% in the
United States, a more rapid rise than in all countries studied
except Japan, at 5.8%, France at 6.3%, and the Netherlands at
7.8%.

However during the Nineteen Sixties prices increased less in the
“U.S. than in the other 13 countries. An article in a Bureau of
Labor Statistics monthly publication, Labor Developments
Abroad, noted:

(a) Compared with the other 13 industrial countries studied,
the United States registered the smallest price rise (27.0%
between 1958 and 1969.). West Germany and Canada. the
incréases were below 30.0%, but in Japan and Denmark the rise
was as large as 70.0%.

(b) Medical and personal care prices rose in the U.S. and most

European countries at a substantially faster pace than overall

prices.

(¢) Food price rises were below overall increases in most
countries studied. The smallest increase was 6.0% in Germany,
the largest 34.0% in Denmark. In the U.S. the increase was 15.0%
for the past five years.

(d) U.S. clothing prices rose more rapidly than other cost of
living goods and services since 1965, but in all other countries
studied except the Netherlands, apparel prices rose less rapidly
than other consumer prices.

(e) Recent prices increased more rapidly than all consumer
items in all countries studied except Norway. In the U.S., prices
for rents rose 20.0% between 1965 and 1969. Liberalization of
rent controls was a major factor in price increases in many of the
European countries.

Corner Brook. — The
Catholic Women’s League
of the West Side Division in
Corner Brook is calling on
all teenagers to boycott the
Millbrook Cinema because
of excessive sex in two. of
the films now playing. “The
Female” and “The Secret of
a Windmill Girl”. The group
is also calling on clubs and
organizations to take a
similar stand. The CWL
charged in a release that
these two films are of a
continuation of the
theatre’s policy of bringing
in indecent films, and it
said, ““we mean indecent in
every sense of the word.”
The CWL  said that
apparently ‘““Valerie”” was
such a hit in Corner Brook
that “they are coming at us
with more lust, more nudity
and more ~  passionate
sexuality than ever before.”
The release said the
Millbrook Cinema was out
to make the most money in
the quickest manner with
no regards for the morals of
the city’s youth. “We
sincerely trust in you boys
and girls, we love you, we
have your interest at heart
and we want you to stay
sweet and good as so many
of you are right now.” It
continues, ‘“Boycott the
theatre for the next few
days and show the
management that you really
do care what they are
showing on . the screen.”
Ernie Jones the manager of
the theatre said that during
the first showing they had
to turn away hundreds of
people because of lack of
space. He said it just goes to
show you that we are doing
a pretty good job of
pleasing the people of
Corner Brook .

ALSDORF, West
Germany- The West
German makers of the drug
Thalidomide and lawyers
representing children
deformed by it have agreed
on a settlement of 100
million marks, (about $28
million). A spokesman for
the company, Chemie
Gruenenthal, told a press
conference that half the
money would be put at the
children’s disposal by June.
About 2,000 children in
West Germany were born
deformed, many of them
with shortened arms, after
their mothers took the
sedative during early stages
of pregnancy. The

Here ‘n’ there

spokeman said a board of
doctors and other experts
would be established which

would decide on the
individual payments. The
second installment would

be paid by the end of three
years.

DUBLIN, Ireland: Priests
are playing cupid in a bid to
get Irish eyes smiling again.
Traditionally, the Irishman
is a reluctant bridegroom.
The country’s marriage rate
is a low 5.5 per 1,000
population. Girls in Ireland
are twice as likely as girls in
Britain to remain spinsters.
The cities all have more
spinsters than bachelors;
Dublin’s ratio is near 2 to
1. In the more isolated rural
areas, men outnumber
women. About 20% of the
smaller farmers are
unmarried. Girls who have
tasted city life don’t want
to go down on the farm.
Many of those who have
crossed the Irish Sea to
work in Britain, don’t want
to return at all. The
octogenarian  Archbishop
Joseph Walsh, now retired,
has said: “They are
attracted by the bright
lights of the cities in both
Britain and the United
States, but it’s heart
breaking to see them go. So
many never come back.”
The archbishop and six
West of Ireland bishops set
up 4 marriage introduction

bureau at Knock, in
Country Mayo two years
ago. The Anonymous

Bachelor Club in Limerick
followed last year, a third
bureau has been founded at
Kerry. In its two years, the
bureau at Knock has
received 1,150 applications.

LONDON, England
Whatever western fashion

experts decree, millions of
women in the Far East will
continue to wear mini or
micro-mini  skirts  this
summer. Even in England,
birthplace of the mini skirt,
the midi skirt which covers
the knees is running into
trouble. Says a widely
syndicated British fashion
editor: I think the men
will insist on minis simply
because they are 100 per
cent sexier’’. Designers in

France, Italy, Britain and
America have been trying to
bury the mini skirt with a
series of fashion shows
featuring the midi. The
calculated guess of fashion
writers, according to a
Reuters survey, is that in
western countries the mini
will dominate the scene
until the autumn when the
midis or maxis will take
over. Even in Moscow, as
the days lengthen and the
weather warms up, girls
have shed their coats to
display skirts well above
knee level. Midis have
challenged the short skirts
but have not made much
impact.

" Japan takes a practical
attitude toward the skirt
situation. Fashion experts
there say the mini is a 4 to
1  favourite this year
because it pleases the men
and suits the ladies far more
than the midi or maxi —
which tends to make the
diminitive Japanese girl
look dumpy. In Sweden,
where films have promoted
an image of nudity in a
permissive  society, the
mini-skirt is  extremely
popular. Maxi skirts may
warm as well as disguise a
handsome pair of Swedish
legs but they became a
nuisance last winter in
Stockholm’s slushy streets.
The long-legged Swedish girl
has her counterpart in
Australia, where young
ladies have been lifting their
skirt length higher than in
most other places in the
world. “It is too hot out

here for midi or maxi
skirts,”” said one lovely,
leggy Australian girl.

Throughout the Far East,
mini’s appear to be the
winners. Most girls in Hong
Kong will stay faithful to
the mini this year, mainly
because of the hot tropical
climate. Filipino men do
not try to hide their
admiration for the mini, but
some fashion experts
believe a compromise will
be struck this year between
the mini and midi, ‘“‘a half
way fashion’’, says
couturier Pitoy Moreno.
The Florence fashion shows
in early April played up the
midi-length  skirt. Most
Italian designers predict
that high fashion showings
in July will also feature the
midi. In Paris and New
York, the battle for the
hemline indicated victory
for the midi length — at
least after the sumamer.
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Manpower report: applying for a job

Many people under 30 will change jobs five or
more times before they retire and those over 40
are also likely to change several times, as new
jobs open up and old ones disappear.

If you are intending to change jobs it is of
tremendous value to be able to put your talents
down on paper. Especially so for an employee in
Northern Canada ‘who is away from the action
and is unable to apply for jobs in person. The
job resume may be the most important
document you ever write, so you should give it
proper attention.

The job resume should be prepared by
yourself with your own words. There are
numerous styles — a suggested one is shown
below — be brief — state facts — eliminate all
unnecessary words.

Example:

INTRODUCING

Surname followed by first and other names
(underline the one used).

Age

Address
Province.

Phone Number — show area code in brackets.

Marital Status — Single, married, separated,
divorced, widowed. — Number and ages of
children and/or other dependents.

Number — Street — Town —

Physical — Describe any physical conditions
which may limit your employment.

Educational level show highest grade
obtained and province;
INTERESTS

Explain in one or two short sentences what
kind of work you really would like to do. Be
specific — do not use general terms.

EXPERIENCE

List in order starting at the present date, the
positions you have held, what you actually did,
how long you worked there and what salary you
received. Suggest a format such as:

Since January 1967 — John Bush Co.,
Toronto at $1.80 an hour — Sales Clerk —
measured customers, sold men’s clothing, cash,
charge and credit accounts forms. Cash register.
Typed reports.

' GENERAL

Expand on any factors which may be of
interest to an employer, such as — Education —
Did you attend night school, take
correspondence or other types of courses.

What did you study, did you have any options
in high school or major subjects in University?

— Show any academic awards and/or your
best subjects. Hobbies — list any hobbies, special

References — Give the name, address and
phone number of a least two people who could
be contacted by an employer for references.
(Permission should be obtained first, before
giving names as references).

SUGGESTED APPROACH
Letter — Write a brief letter to prospective
employers. Suggest it follow this pattern:

.lst para — WHY — Explain why you are
writing and/or where you received your lead.

2nd para — WHAT — HAVE you to offer —
suggest only a brief statement referring to an
attached resume of qualifications.

3rd para — WHEN — Are you available for
interview and/or employment. Remember the
object is to- get an interview so ask for it. If
convenient, state that you will be contacting the
company at a specified time to request an
interview.

GENERAL — Remember you have to SELL
YOURSELF and to do so must have all your
facts at hand. The best method seems to be by
the use of a resume. which can either be mailed
with the letter, delivered by hand or merely used

skills or interests you may have.

Dr. Johnson was totally
involved in this relief programme and spoke to the
students on all the aspects involved in such an
operation and also what risks many of our fellow
Canadians were taking to prevent starvation among
the Biafran people. Dr. Johnson said that the
CANAIR relief was most beneficial to small children
who often had no one to care for them. Also working
in co-operation with Canair relief were Red Cross
volunteers and Christian missionaries from many
countries.

These volunteers were teams of doctors and nurses
and ordinary civilians like you and me. This man gave
us an informative talk on what actually happened and
how Canadians contributed to alleviate conditions
during the Nigeria—Biafra conflict. Last Friday, May
