POLITICS: We have today in our "letter to the editor" colmnn,

The Progressive Conservative 
Party of Newfoundland has made 
it clear repeatedly that it sup­
ported legislation permitting 
Collective Bargaining for the 
fishermen of Newfoundland by 
unions of their choice so that the 
question of the prices to be paid 
for fresh fish is negotiated and 
settled between representatives 
of the fishermen, representatives 
of the fishing industry and, where 
necessary, by representativ of 
the public interest. The P.C. 
Party was represented by Mr. 
Harold Collins, M.H.A. Gander, 
on the Select c.ororotttee of the 
House of Asaembly that 
recommended unanimously the 
general principles of the 
legislation passed at the 1971 
Session. 

1be record of the p .c. Party In 
Newfoundland in Labour matters 
is alao very clear. 'Ibis Party bas 
supported and fought for the right 
of the WOl'kera of Newfoundland 
to be organlr.ed Into unions of 
their choice, to be certlfled and to 
bargain -collectively with their 
employers for many years. Tbla 
Party baa repeatedly supported 
the Labour movement when the 
interests of that Movement and 
workers In that Movement were 
threatened by the Government of 
Newfoundland. The P.C. Party in 
the Houae of AMembly fought 
against the legislation paued by 
the Government in 1966-67 to 
outlaw the right of employees in 
hospitals to strike when 

negotiations broke down with 
their employer . This Party bas 
fought repeatedly in the House 
for an increased minimum wag 
and for the Introduction of the 
principle of equal pay for men 
and women doing work of a 
similar kind and nature. This 
This record is well known. 

In connection with the present 
strike situation at Burgeo the 
Newfoundland Food, Fish & 
Allied Workers Union is certified 
by the Labour Relations Board to 
represent employees of Burgeo 
Fish Industries Umited. Under 
the law Burgeo Fish Industries 
Limited has to commence 
bargaining in good faith with the 
Union but the bargaining did not 
result in any agreement. A 
conciliation board was appointed 
but neigbter the employer nor the 
Union accepted the repcrt of that 
conciliation board. 1be Jaw then 
permitted the Union to com­
mence a strike and the Union baa 
done so. It la regrettable that 
there bad to be a strike at Burgeo 
but lt Is alao equally regrettable 
that there are other strites in the 
Province at this time in st. 
Lawrence, In the conatruction 
industry with reference to 
electrical workers and in other 
areas. 

Neither the laws of 
Newfoundland nor any other 
Province provide for other than a 
a free collective bargaining 
process. No province provides 
for compulsory arbitration in all 
situations. 

The position of th P.C. Party is 
cle r . The P .C. Party supports 
totally the right of workers to 
organize themselves Into unions 
and hen they have a majority to 
require employers to bargain 
collectively with the represen­
tatives of their employees. All 
employers, including Mr. 
Spencer Lake of Burgeo, must 
observe the law and must learn to 
accept the fact of the right of 
workers to organize themselves 
into unions to bargain collec­
tively. The P.C. Party will im­
prove the Labour Laws of this 
Province when it takes office.

Employees in mining ave.raged 
20.4 per cent increases last year, 
followed by 17 .6 per cent in man­
ufacturing, 17 .4 per ceot in con­
struction. Bank clerks averaged -
a modest 11.7 per cent. 

Japan's trade unionists ( there -
are 11 million divided among thr­
ee federations) have a record of 
non-militance. Last year's wage 

gains nnn-.a, - the un-
ion s thre ened to -i · , but ~ 
ecause th y argued convincingly 
for a · are in the nation' prosir 
erity. Th · Japan _ ndard of 
living h-_ not spurted d as 
quickly as the' nation's GNP, but 
it is no · beginnin ·, c di up. 
For example, 26 per cent of Ja­
pme homes now have color 
televis sets, compared with a­
Jmo 20 per cent of Canadian 
homes. 

SMALLER SLICE FOR IN­
TERNATIONAL UNIONS: The 
lnternatio al unions slowly are 
long their grip on Canadian 1 bor. 
The grip i still hefty ( comprising 
62.5 per cent of Canadian u­
nionists). But that proportion o­
nce was as high as 77 .5 per cent. 

This data come from the federal 
Department of I..abor's r,ecently 
published annual, Labor 
Organizations in Canada. 

This year, Labor Organizations 
can be read in (..'Onj ction with 
another tabor deparbnent book, 
just out: Union Growth in Canada 
1921-1967. The latter is a co­
llection of charts and tables 
compiled by the department's 
economics and research tranch. 
( Information Canada stores sell 
it at $2.50). 

Read together, the two -
publications give a h_istorical p­
erspective to the 1970 figures. For 
example:

Th Autowork rs had be n 
third•largest in 1969, just ahead of 
th Public Servic Allian of 
Canada. The two hav been trad­
ing position ince 1966, the first -
year in which Autoworker 
membership exceeded that of the 
Alliance. PSAC represents 
federal civil servants. That it 
squeezed ahead of the 
Autoworkers in 1970 merely ind­
icates which sector of the 
economy has experienced the 
greater layoff s.

That 's th low st pentra­
tion by th int rnational in 1-
941 , although till abov th 1935 
low point of 51.5 p r · nt . But, 
over 25 y ar , th int rnational u­
nions hav maintain d a st ady -
pen tration of Canadian labor, r­
unning around 70 p r · nt during 
th postwar y ars and rising as -
high as 77 .5 p r c nt in 1952. 

Th reason now for th de lin 
in the relative position of the 
internationals is the growth of th 
horn -grown public service un­
ions, PSAC (119,743 members), 
the anadian Union of Public 
Employees (136,127), Quebec -
C',overnment Employees' union -
and the Civil Service Association 
of Ontario (the latter two each 
have 30,000 members). These 
four are among the 19 unions with 
30,000 or more members each in • 
canada. 

There are three other purely C­
anadian Wlions among the 19: the 
49,362 member Service Emplo­
yees' Federation and the 32,528 
member Canadian Federation of 
Steel, Mine and Chemical 
Workers, both affiliates of 
Quebec•s Confederation of Natio-­
nal Trade Unions; and the 33,330 
member Canadian Brotherhood -
of Railway. Transport and Ge­
neral Workers. The two CNTIJ 
affiliates rank ninth and 15th in 
size among Wlions in Canada, 
while the CBRT is 13th. 

The 1970 mem bershlp of 
Canadian labor was up 4.7 per 
cent from 1969 and included 33.6 
per cent of the total non-farm W· 
ork force. Total union mem• 
bership in Canada reached one 
million in 1949, rising to 1.5 
million in 1965 and topping two 
million in 1969. 

CONTRACT SIGNED: A three 
year contract under which av­
erage pay will rise by at least 
$1.11 an hour was announced 
recently between the United 
Steelworkers of America and the 
Aluminum Co. of America. Wage 
increases will range from $1.00 a­
n hour of $1.34 an hour over the 
three years. That includes a min· 
imtan of 12.5 cents an hour each 
of the last two years for cost of 
living. The average increase, not 
including cost of living, is 86 
cents. The average hourly wage 
now is $3.67, the union said.

The Company's fur trader­
('xplorers pen trated I .abrador 
from Fort Chimo in Northern 
Quebe , rather than inland from 
th coast. Fort Chimo had been 

stablished in 1830 by F.rland 
Erlandson and Nicol Finlayson, 
and overland communication 
with the posts of the St. Lawrence 
w<1s t•ssential. Four years later, 
two Indians were persuaded to 
guide F.rlandson to the North 
Shore of the St. Lawrence. By the 
time the party reached present 
day Schefferville, Erlandson 
realized that the guides were 
taking him to the Atlantic Coast,, 
and no amount of pleading could 
induc • them to change their 
minds. Yet this trip was ad­
vantageous for within two years 
the< :ompany had two posts on the 
Labrador Coast- North West 
Hiver and Rigolet, and later 
CartWTight was added. 

In 1838 John McLean, who had 
charge of Fort Chimo, made the 
arduous overland trip to North 
West River. and th following 
year he dis<-'Overed Grand Falls, 
today internationally known as 
{burchiU Falls. Writing in his 
diary. McLean left a vivid 
cl,escription of this awesome 
sight: " .... One evening, th roar 
of a mighty cataract burst upon 
ow- ears, warning us that danger 
wets .it hand.
